10-19 VENDA UNIVERSITY
Voted to thank God and those who were involved for their intervention in respect to Venda University Sabbath challenges; it is encouraging to learn that the problem has been resolved amicably as per our intentions after a protracted period of negotiations with the authorities.
Further, voted to encourage our students to follow the suggested protocol lines in the face of Sabbath challenges; including but not limited to engaging the services of the university’s student judiciary services.
10-20 PREVIOUS MINUTES

WELCOME
The chairman welcomed all the delegates and summarised the accepted rules of running meetings.

10-21 GROUP PHOTO:

Voted to take a break for five minutes in order to take a group photo before the delegates start going home.

10-22 CHURCH DEPARTMENTS AND SDASM

Whereas SDASM structures are unique by their very nature and do not enjoy autonomous church status but are affiliated to organised churches as per the dictates of the SDASM constitution;

Voted to recommend the following church departments for implementation in SDASM Structures: Sabbath school, Personal Ministries, Deacons and Deaconesses, Health Ministries, Music, Stewardship, Church Clerk, Education, Public Affair and Religious Liberty; also noting that the church of affiliation would render services inherent in the departments the SDASM structure did not deem relevant to them.
Further, voted to note that Campus Ministries and Adventist Youth Ministries work together to nurture senior youth; thus we encourage structures to consider enlisting in senior youth related programmes.

10-23 SDASM ROLL UP BANNER
Voted to accept the SDASM banner 3 that fully demonstrates the demographics of the SAU to be our standard banner in all SDASM structure and that structures should endeavour to phase in these banners immediately until the end of June in 2010.

10-24 LOCAL SDASM PROJECTS
Whereas in the recent past we have seen the emergence of ‘ministries’ in some SDASM structures whose status is not clear; 
Voted to recommend that these be called special projects that seek to fulfil the objectives of SDASM as reflected in the SDASM constitution.

10-25 REGULAR ITEMS
Voted to note the following regular items and urge all SDASM structures to implement the recommendations:
1. Service Requests: Church protocol should be adhered to when inviting speakers. Special emphasis being placed on this maxim: ‘if the event is contingent on a specific speaker, then it is not worth having it.’

2. Morals and Conduct: Students should behave in a manner consistent with their faith.
3. SDASM Structure and Church of Affiliation: The addendum of the SDASM constitution spells out how this crucial relationship between the structure and the church should be established and nurtured.

4. Independent Ministries: Members of SDASM may not establish ‘Independent or Supporting Ministries’ but any organisation they found while serving as members of SDASM will be referred to as a special project of SDASM. This helps to avoid confusion and proliferation of so called Independent Ministries by Adventist students in secular institutions. 
10-26 IMPACT 2010
Voted to note the progress report on impact 2010 and that the Personal ministries department of the SAU and conferences will work together with the Youth Ministries Department of the SAU and conferences on the strategy to distribute the special issue of the Signs of the Times Magazines and other methods to impact the spectators and visitors to the FiFa soccer world cup event in June 2010.

10-27 STUDENT CONVENTION
Voted to note the progress report on the student convention as presented by the SAU director.

Voted to note that the convention fee is R 650.00 per person.

10-28 SABBATH EXAMINATION ISSUES

Voted to encourage all SDA students enrolling in secular universities to state up front that they are Adventists and this should be reflected in the forms they are asked to fill; also urging them to live a life consistent with the Adventist faith.
10-29 SDASM ALUMNI
Voted to explore the possibility of establishing a SDASM alumni committee at the SAU level with the intention of rolling out this concept to the conferences; it is envisaged that these alumni would be sponsors of SDASM in various ways.  
Further, voted that SDASM structures should furnish the SAU with the names of all alumni so we could build a data base.
